Course Description:

In this class we will be taking a broad approach to language variation and change. We will assume
that change can only come by through variation and that there is variation that can be intrinsically
linguistic in nature and variation that is social in nature. The course combines a synchronic and
diachronic approach. While the weeks are organized by topics according to locus of variation, the
readings will provide diverse contexts to understand the diachronic, synchronic and social nature of
variation and change. Classic topics such as dialects, world English(es), creoles and pidgins,
language endangerment, and others will be included.
